Application Procedure

The Australian - Macedonian Humanitarian Association Sv. Arhangel Gavril (Association) is a not-for-profit charity association with main objective to help people facing medical or social hardship. 

The person seeking assistance must submit the following documents before the Association can make any decision on approval or rejection of the application:

1. Letter to the Humanitarian Association Sv Arhangel Gavril via email: info@svarhgavril.com, explaining the medical, social or financial situation and the reasons why the assistance is needed. 

2. Signed Consent for Management of Information, both Macedonian and English version, which will authorise and enable the Association to: 

· check the validity of the provided information; and  

· release the provided information regarding any medical, social or financial situation in  the local media when advertising the fundraising events.

3. Doctor (medical) certificate with medical history of the illness of the person seeking assistance. The medical certificate must:

· be current and no older than 6 months; and  

· contain medical doctor contact details such as telephone number and/or email address. 

4. An invoice for the cost of the treatment(s) from the medical institution where the treatment(s) will be provided.
5. Statement from the Department of Health that the cost of the medical treatment is not covered or partly covered by the department.
6. In cases where transferring of funds directly to the medical institution is not possible, the following must be provided to the Association:
· an international bank account of the person seeking assistance; 

· receipts for paying the cost of the medical treatment(s), as soon as the funds are used;   

· a signed statutory declaration witnessed by the government officials stating the funds will be used solely for covering the medical costs associated with the applicant’s illness.  

7. Birth Certificate of the person seeking assistance and Identification Documents (passport and personal identification card). If the applicant is a child (12 years old or younger), identification documents for one of the parents is required.

8. Record of the social government payments - in cases where application is submitted seeking financial assistance due to experienced social hardship.  

Important Information
Every person seeking assistance from the Association is entered on to a Beneficiary Register. 

When selecting applicants the advantage is given to those with complete and verified documentation. 
Applications with incomplete documentation will not be reviewed. 
Therefore submitting complete and verified documents in the shortest possible timeframe is of essential importance. 

Note: The Australian Macedonian Humanitarian Association Sv. Arhangel Gavril does not hold any funds. The raised funds from any fund raising event are directly disbursed to the approved beneficiaries. In cases where there are more funds raised than required to cover the medical or social costs of the selected beneficiaries, the funds will be donated to the next beneficiary in the register. 
The assistance is provided only done once. We do not sponsor beneficiaries.
